Taekwondo Western Australia member Catherine Dawson returned home from the 4th Junior Asian 
Championships held from the 22nd – 25th of August, held in Amman, Jordan with a Bronze Medal.15 
year old Catherine won her birth on the National Junior team by winning five bouts at the Junior 
National Selection trials earlier this year. Catherine was one of four athletes out of the ten athletes in 
the Australian junior team to win a medal. Taekwondo Western Australia Congratulates Catherine on 
her success. 
 
In other news from the Championships, Australia managed to lobby for inclusion in the Asian 
Championships for a further two years until 2009. This is despite Australia being officially in the 
Oceania region and being a member of the Oceania Taekwondo Union. This allows Australia a 
privileged position being the only country in the World Taekwondo Federation able to compete in two 
separate region benchmark events.
